· Treasurer’s report:
· Friends account balance is $4283.  Recent activity is a deposit made to vendor for DIP tent rental $685.  Sponsorship deposits $2175.  To be deposited $1050.  Waiting for police detail invoices. 
· Motion made by Sally, second by Ann to approve Treasurer’s report.  Vote taken, all in favor. Motion passed.
Summer Band Concert Series – 
· Concessions-we made $225 selling drinks and snacks.  Scouts appeared to do well with their sales of pizza and drinks.
· Food Trucks-one truck came as scheduled on the first night of the series.  Two trucks had permit issues, one truck cancelled due to illness and one truck was a no show.   Kelly will work on scheduling trucks for next year.  
· Give aways-were very successful and the crowd got excited about them.  On the last night we got two $100 gift cards from Wegmans as a surprise donation.  Next year we will reach out to them and ask for more GCs at smaller increments. 
· Dates for next year- June 19 and 26, July 10, 17 and 24.  No concert week of July 4th. 
· We should investigate having Mike the DJ do a few preconcerts as in the past if we have the funds.
Day in the Park UPDATE
· Concessions/Crafters- 30 to date
· David Hughes attended the meeting to discuss his plan to have a beer tent at the Day in the Park.  This is a first for the HCC.  
· Strong Side Brewing is a licensed to produce business. 

· Beer Garden at DIP would be held inside a tennis court.

· Serving full pours of 16 oz of three varieties, charged by the pint.

· David and servers are TIP certified meaning they are trained in handling anyone who need to be shut off from being served.

· David will hire the Police detail for the beer tent.

· Sales will end at 315pm.

· Approval has been given by the Parks Department and the Police Department.  David needs to go before the Selectboard for their approval. 

· Insurance coverage is all set. 

· Billi asked how his presence would benefit the HCC financially.  Ellen suggested that David become a sponsor.  David took a form and will gladly do so. He will not be charges a vendor fee. 

· The HCC members took a vote to approve David’s request to participate at DIP.  All in favor.  Request approved. 
· Discussion held on placement of vendors outside of beer garden as the tennis court doors will need to be open. It will be addresses when the vendor layout is worked on. 
· Art show-

· Forms for both adult and student are posted on the Town Website. 
· Kelly will follow up with teachers once school is back in session.

· Tent reserved and will be set up Friday night. 

· Panels are stored at the Town Hall.  Sally will ask Highway Department to put them under the band stand.  This can be done any time after school starts. 

· Iris Marcus will Judge adult art show

· Lisa Duarte will judge student art show and also assist with hanging art as it arrives. 

· Iris’ donated art will be framed and offered as a purchase prize.  Billi is working on a write up about the artwork.

· One purchase prize so far from the sponsors. 

· Entertainment – Billi reached out to a few dance studios and karate studios asking if they would like to perform.  No replies have been received.  Line up has not changed: Mike the DJ, Rainforest Reptiles, Animal Craze and Miniature Painting.  

· Advertising: Articles submitted to Hopedale Newspaper, WMRC and patch.com. 
· Sponsors-13 to date.  Last year we had 25 including purchase prize. 
· Volunteers-Sally will reach out to the folks who helped last year asking if they can help again this year. 
· Easels – Sally has a dozen easels we can use as needed around the park.  Some ideas are at the entrances, as directionals to events and at the art show. 
New Business
· Lawn Signs-we need new lawn signs for both the concert series and DIP.  Big, brighter, and bolder would be good.  Make them generic without a date and time but show referral to the HCC Facebook page and Town Website.
