The following are bar charts of the preliminary results of Draper Complex Reuse on-line survey.

The data is derived from the survey results, as of 10-SEP-07 (SurveySummary_09102007.pdf).
These bar charts can be updated as new / additional results are obtained.

There are several things to note about the data presented in the bar charts.

e Inthe raw data, the survey respondents did not necessarily select a response for each option
within a question (i.e. Strongly Disagree C Strongly Agree).

For example in the Businesses question, of the 762 respondents who answered the question,
717 selected a response for Restaurant, while only 659 selected a response for Florist.

This non-uniform response count makes a straight-forward statistical comparison among the
options difficult.

To alleviate this issue, a “No Entry” field was added. The “No Entry” field contains the
difference between the total that "Answered question™ and the "Response Count”. A “No
Entry” percentage is shown in the charts.

e All of the percentages shown are based on the total that "Answered question”, rather than
the "Response Count”. As previously noted, the difference between the "Response Count"
and the "Answered question” is reflected in "No Entry" bar on the charts.

e The bar charts have been sorted in rank order (Pareto) based on the percentage of AGREE /
STRONGLY AGREE responses.

For ease of interpretation, the AGREE / STRONGLY AGREE percentages were added
together and are presented on the charts as “In Favor”. This approach was chosen because
attempts to sort them separately resulted in a less clear cut ranking. In addition, it would
require the reader to do “mental math” to try and determine which questionnaire option the
survey respondents favored most.

As an example, a chart that ranks Public Use preferences by the individual response category
has been included at the end of this document.

The same approach was taken for the DISAGREE / STRONGLY DISAGREE percentages.
These were added together and are presented on the charts as “Not In Favor”.

In the case of CONCERNS, “In Favor” and “Not in Favor” have been changed to “Concerned”
and “Not a Concern”, respectively.



For best viewing of the charts, use FULL-SCREEN mode and ~80% ZOOM (magnification).
