· Motion by Sally to approve and second by Billi to approve the Treasurer Report as read.  No discussion.  All in favor, minutes approved. 

Grants: Sally Decelles
The HCC guidelines and priorities for the upcoming grant cycle need to be updated by August 31, 2022.  Discussion was held around verbiage and decision made to update as follows:
The Hopedale Cultural Council will award funding to applicants of locally sponsored programs that meet the needs of the Hopedale Community. We encourage programs that support local artists, performers, and venues. Online programs will be considered; however, applicant is responsible for providing the online platform.
Applications must state the specific date, time, place of the event and supporting documentation of sponsor.  Proof of other financial support or resources must also be included.
Additional important dates, provided by MCC, are: 

· August 31, 2022: Deadline to update your Local Guidelines and Priorities
· September 1, 2022: LCC online application opens
· October 17, 2022: LCC Application Deadline
· October 17, 2022: Deadline to complete first and second section of your Financial Report
· January 17, 2023: Deadline to complete your Annual Report
The full grant cycle timeline is in the LCC Program guidelines and LCC Toolkit.

HCC grant meeting is tentatively scheduled for November 14 or 16, Ellen will check the Town Meeting calendar for conflicts.  

MCC Pandemic Recovery Grant Program.  Sally reviewed an email from the MCC about this program.  It is for applicants/artists.  No action for HCC.
